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Introduction and Purpose 
 
Hualapai Valley Solar LLC (HVS) is developing a 340 megawatt (MW) solar-powered 
electric generation facility. The Hualapai Valley Solar Project (HVS Project or the 
Project) would use concentrating solar power (CSP) trough technology to capture the 
sun’s heat and transfer that heat to generate steam to power traditional steam turbine 
generators. The Project would include a dispatchable thermal energy storage system. In 
addition, the Project would include an electric transmission line and substation site to 
interconnect with the regional electric transmission grid.  
 
The Citizen Participation Plan ("CPP") was developed specifically to meet the Mohave 
County Section 40.2 of the Mohave County Zoning Ordinance with respect to Citizen 
Participation Plan Requirements for Amendments to the General Plan and Area Plans, 
and may be amended and/or modified as necessary.  
 
Public Process Approach 
 
The following section outlines the approach that has been developed to meet the 
regulatory requirements and engage the public and stakeholders. 

A.  Early and Continuous Participation by the Public Affected by the Plan 

1 List of Key Contacts 

a Prepare a listing of key contacts to include those with ‘interest’ in 
the Project, members of the public who express interest and attend 
Public Meetings and Open Houses.  This listing will be developed 
and maintained as the project progresses.  It will include 
individuals and groups that do not fall under any of the categories 
for interested parties listed under items (b) through (d) below.   

b Prepare listing of nearby residents and nearby property owners.  
The initial listing for nearby residents is included as Appendix A 
and that for nearby property owners is included as Error! 
Reference source not found..  These listings will be further 
developed for the initial Public Meeting and maintained thereafter. 

c Prepare listing of ‘interested’ government agencies. The initial 
listing for interested government agencies is included as 
Appendix C.  This listing will be further developed for the initial 
Public Meeting and maintained thereafter. 

d Prepare listing of ‘interested’ resource and conservation groups, 
civic groups, and other relevant stakeholders. The initial listing for 
interested resource and conservation groups is included as 
Appendix D.  This listing will be further developed for the initial 
Public Meeting and maintained thereafter. 
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e Post display ads in the Kingman Daily Miner and The Standard in 
at least 15 days in advance of Public Meetings.  Display ads shall 
be at least 4 inches wide and 8 inches high and placed in the main 
body of the newspaper, not with classified ads.   

2 This Program includes a number of different meeting types or venues that 
will be held in order to gain public input and respond to questions and 
comments throughout the process. 

3 Briefing meetings with stakeholder groups such as those listed in 
Appendix E, and broken down as follows: 

a jurisdictional officials, planning entities, and elected officials, such 
as the City of Kingman, local fire departments, BLM, Arizona 
Department of Environmental Quality, Arizona Department of 
Water Resources, and Arizona Game & Fish. 

b conservation and water resource groups such as the Northwest 
Arizona Watershed Council and the Agricultural Extension. 

c service groups and fraternal organizations such as the Kingman 
Chamber of Commerce, Elks Club, and Lions Club. 

d recreational or other land use groups such as ATV and 4WD clubs, 
local hiking groups, and equestrian clubs. 

4 Briefing meetings will lay the foundation for working together on the 
Project with the public and other stakeholders on the Project 

5 Briefing meetings will help inform HVS of relevant issues that might not 
be raised in public meetings or Open Houses. 

6 HVS intends to hold "Key Stakeholder" meetings to take additional 
comment and input on the general plan amendment with respect to the 
Project.  Key Stakeholders may include:  
a city, county, state, federal, and tribal agencies 

b utilities 
c school districts 

d regional planning agencies 
e civic, educational and professional organizations 

7 HVS will conduct one or more meetings with Key Stakeholders to provide 
project information and an opportunity to understand various concerns and 
issues of the Key Stakeholders.  
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B.  Open Houses to Supplement Public Meeting 

1 In addition to the public meeting required by Section 40.2, HVS will hold 
at least two Open Houses for a total of at least 3 meetings open to the 
public. 

2 The first Open House will be held in the Valle Vista housing development 
on July 15, 2009 from 5 to 7 PM at the Valle Vista Country Club to 
provide easy access in an area proximate to the Project itself.  

3 The Open House format will allow the public to have informal, one-on-
one discussions with Project representatives and express concerns, provide 
input, and receive answers to their questions. 

4 HVS envisions that the date and location of the second Open House will 
be determined after it holds its Key Stakeholder Meeting on June 30, 
2009.  HVS believes that this Key Stakeholder Meeting will provide 
guidance regarding the best location for the second Open House.   

5 HVS may hold additional Open Houses in other venues, if it determines 
them to be necessary 

C.  Public Meetings per Section 40.2 

1 HVS will hold the Public Meeting required by Section 40.2 at the 
Kingman High School from 5 to 7 PM on July 16, 2009.   

2 The Public Meeting will allow the public to have informal, one-on-one 
discussions with Project representatives and express concerns, provide 
input, and receive answers to their questions. 

3 Additional public participation will be provided by the Open Houses noted 
above. 

D.  Methods for Reporting and Addressing Citizen Comments 

1 The public will be encouraged to make official written comments on the 
Project during the Public Meeting and at all Open Houses held by HVS. 

2 All official written comments made during the Public Meeting or at any 
Open Houses will be recorded by HVS in a database. 

3 HVS will prepare a response document to address all official written 
comments and make that document available to the public in an 
appropriate forum. 

4 Minutes from Public Meetings and Open Houses will also be made 
available.

E. Public Process Tools 

1 One of the primary goals of the CPP is to identify stakeholder issues and 
concerns. To complete this effort, a number of tools and venues will be 
implemented.  

2 HVS envisions using any or all of the following: 

a Simulations: simulations using a 3-Dimensional (3D) model or 
similar images of the HVS Project would be developed to provide 
a sense of the size and scale of the Project.  

b Comment Forms: Comment Forms will also be utilized at both 
Public Meetings and Open Houses to take written comments.  

c Landowner Notification Letters: Landowner notification letters for 
the Public Meeting and Open Houses will be mailed to landowners 
within one (1) mile of the Project boundary at least 15 days prior to 
the first Public Meeting.  

d Resident Notification Letters: Resident notification letters for the 
Public Meeting and Open Houses will be mailed to residents with 
zip code addresses within ten (10) miles of the Project site at least 
15 days prior to the first Public Meeting.  

e Notification in Newspaper: The Applicant will provide notification 
in the Kingman Daily Miner of the Public Meetings and Open 
Houses per Mohave County regulations.  

f Notification by Flyers and Posters:  The Applicant will provide 
additional public notification by flyers and posters in locations to 
be determined by the Applicant.   

g Public Comment Tracking Database: The Applicant will track 
public comments in a database that will be maintained throughout 
the general plan amendment process.  

h Project Web Site:  The Applicant may develop a project web site 
that may contain any or all of the following: maps of the area, 
renderings of the project, notifications of upcoming public 
meetings, mechanisms for the public to comment on the Project, 
postings of project documents such as the Area Plan and General 
Plan Amendment, and a link to the county web page.
